3.  Administrative Assistant Report

· Anderson Perry construction estimate to bring Legion Heights into District, Legion Heights was not included in feasibility.  A/P estimated construction cost to be 1.6 million.  Pumps are designed to pump for all 4630 acres within the District.
· Resolution 2010-06 – Approved by Director Buoy, second by Director Glodo.  Signers on Revolving Fund 1535-0300-7970 are current directors, Shawn Gay, Robert Buoy and Melissa Glodo
· Apollo change order #5 total $918,798.16.  Base bid – materials, funding for materials, and physical work need for Alternative A & B.  Alternative A will start in June Alternative B will begin in November.  Approved by Director Buoy second by Director Glodo.
· SVID Diversion Reduction Agreement to be referred to Attorney Cowan.

4.  Maintenance Report

· Heaters needed to avoid condensation needed to keep shaft turning.

· Making deliveries.

· Running at 30 CFS.

· Blow out at Anthis caused by wind blowing tumble weeds into canal.
· Pump station pumps are working.

· Fish screens are in manual.  We are waiting for parts.

· Not using filters – will be on line next week.

· Town should be running Wednesday. 

· Apollo restoration to begin next week. 

5.  Jim Ingraham – Needs to know in advance when Apollo will dig up his road.

6.  Rob Suski – parcel 1-0396-101-1075-003 4.3 Acres non irrigable wants water, told to give information to Board of Equalization.

7.  Paul Christensen – Requested air release valve at Williams & Whan.  Robin said there is a high point in the Oasis line East of Whan and Williams. This is where the air release should be.  Paul stated it was not needed prior to construction but because of pipe being elevated it is now needed requesting District fund expenses.  Robin agrees valve is needed but Paul has cost the District money by either not marking pipe locations or marking incorrectly.  Paul had stated earlier that he did not know where pipes were located.   The Board stated we could bill Paul for cost incurred for incorrect markings.

8.  Paul stated Oasis line still leaking due to Apollo Construction.
9.  Richard’s Auto Repair.  Bill & Robin will review with Apollo Tomorrow.

10.  Ed Schab again stated he was upset that he has to pay electrical cost of pump station when he does not receive a benefit.  We will have a more accurate figure of cost next year.  Ed also requested his water usage stats for 2009.
11. Jo Danoff – Apollo has been on his property 2 months and required him to get land ready for easement but Apollo hasn’t completed work.  There has been a large hole on his property for 2 months and Apollo has not filled it in.  Was told restoration has not been completed because of need to get lines ready for water season use.   Robin and contractor will meet with Jo regarding filling in hole to make sure plan is agreeable. The hole was due to Oasis Construction.
12.  Sam Meacham is not sure of site for turnouts, Roy to contact Sam Wednesday.

13.  Tyrell – Not happy with restricted orifice, stating they will be made to water 24X7 to water property with restrictors.  Again asked to remove orifice and have system worked out to water on odd/even days in order to receive more water at one time.  Further study will be done by Robin and Board.  Robin needs data base zones to determine effects of all users using water at same time.
14.  Home owner from Oasis concerned that he will be unable to water as in the past with orifice and reduced gal per minute.  BID to send letter to all Oasis Water users.


Old Business:
Sapere

· SF270 not available as Apollo has not submitted March expenses.  Matt will prepare when Apollo billing received.

· Booster pump talk on going.

· Spending curve – Funding for Alt B may not be available until Jan. Will have bottleneck if Alt B and Phase II work is not begun on Oct 1st.   Board to meet with Bureau April 14 to express need for funds in Oct.

· Ed to review with Robin easements on State land.  Robin stated they would stay with easements and be in contact with DNR.
· Matt stated that 65% of easements in Alt A are completed.  He has given Ed 9 persons he has been unable to contact.

· SEPA - County requested additional information, Marissa responded on 04/01/10.

· Crossing Corral Creek – We have 142 days to do permitting.  Ecology believes we need to do now while Robin thinks Oct would be better timing.  For safety reasons he thinks we should go under rather than over Corral Creek.  A/P can do permitting.

· BPA site – SEPA submitted 04/01/10 – we are on a 30 day clock.  Marissa is working on storm water permit.  BPA is waiting on list of equipment on site before signing contract.

· Easement is now being done by A/P by Roy, Don & Ed.

· Quarterly report will be ready next meeting.

· Melissa to review new Sapere task order.
