Board of Directors Meeting
August 10, 2010

The Benton Irrigation District’s (BID), Board of Directors (BOD) Tuesday meeting was held at the District Shop on Highland road in Benton City, WA beginning at 3:00PM

In Attendance:  Chairman Shawn Gay, Director Robert Buoy, Director Melissa Glodo, Administrative Assistant Ivy Johnson, Benton City Mayor Lloyd Carnahan, Bob Spink (Spink Engineering), Robin Harris (Anderson-Perry), water users: Diana Washburn, Jeff Gardiner, Andrew Sanderson, Ronne Fletcher, Charles Barnett, Stephen Clemmens, Andy Sanderson.


Agenda
1. July 26, 2010 meeting minutes reviewed and approved. Director Buoy made a motion to accept the minutes, Director Glodo 2nd.

2. BOR Meeting Minutes- the minutes were approved with corrections. Director Glodo made a motion to accept the minutes with corrections, Director Buoy 2nd.

3. Wagon Wheel water user group workshop minutes. Director Buoy moved to accept the minutes with corrections, Director Glodo 2nd.

4. Water User Jeff Gardiner-
   Presented a map of his property and would like to know if he is eligible for irrigation water. He was advised that BID foreman Ed M will have to look at the irrigation map and see if Mr. Gardiner has irrigable land. If he does not Mr. Gardiner will have to go before the Board of Equalization in the fall. 

5. Spink Engineering & Benton City Mayor Lloyd Carnahan- 
  They came to the Construction meeting, and they wanted to reiterate a few things to BID. Mr. Spink said the city is not trying to tell BID how to run the project in the city limits. The Mayor expressed that he does not want to spend a lot of money and time on the project plan review. The Mayor stated that maybe reviewing plans on a plan by plan basis. They would like the better part of the cities time working with Anderson-Perry and Ed Mitchell to help protect existing utilities. The city will be updating city maps in the next couple of months for better accuracy of the utilities. The main purpose of their visit was to let BID know the city wishes to cooperate during the project in the city. There was discussion on land owners in the city limits that do not currently have irrigation water. Chairman Gay explained the Board of Equalization to the Mayor and Mr. Spinks, that it is for people to come before the BOR and request to be put on BID rolls for possible irrigation.
6. Water users Mr. & Mrs. Washburn-
     They live at 51207 E Roza, they have some easement questions. They feel their easement is too basic. They have not come up with a proposal yet for the easement. They were told if they made any decisions or requests to meet with Ed Hibbard (Anderson-Perry) for help with designs.

7. Water users Charles Barnett, Ronne Fletcher and Steve Clemmons-
     They referred to the letter they sent BID a few days before the meeting. They are requesting a personal irrigation system be put in the same ditch with the new pipe. Chairman Gay explained that it is not BID policy to allow any other lines in the pipe ditch, because of the liability to the property owner and BID in case there is damage to either pipe line. It is also not BID policy to install personal irrigation lines for water users. The water users suggested that BID find a different route because the proposed BID easement would make it so Barnett and Fletchers property would be enclosed with easements along with all the other easements they have granted to various other utilities. Discussion of a second turn out on the property may be a possibility in exchange for the BID easement. The next step for them would be to meet with Ed Hibbard (Anderson-Perry). They also stated that there are some very large trees that would need to be removed in the way of the irrigation line.

8. Andy Sanderson representing his son water user Ryan Sanderson-
     He is confused about why the easement for his son’s property is 20’. He personally has a 10’ easement which includes his water, electrical, and irrigation. The Board explained to him that the easement size was decided by the size of the pipe and the Bureau of Reclamation. He will meet with Ed Hibbard.

9. Operation/Maintenance Vouchers-

 Chairman Gay requested that all BID Board members sign vouches and checks instead of just 2 of the Board members.
Director Glodo made a motion to accept the O&M vouchers, Director Buoy 2nd.

11. Administrative Report-
· Ivy Johnson asked the Board if they wished to continue with the water wage survey. The purpose of the survey is to let irrigation districts see what other districts are paying in wages so they can help do a budget. Chairman Gay asked if it was mandatory, it is not. The Board decided not to participate in the survey.
· Resolution 2010- 08 was presented and rejected by the Board. The language in the resolution referring to accounts needs to be changed to language referring to funds instead.
· Presented a new wire transfer form from Banner Bank for the Board members to sign. Banner Bank had revamped their wire transfer forms. All of the Board members signed the new wire transfer forms.
· Presented the Determination of Nonsignifance from the Benton County Planning Dept. This proves that the new irrigation project does not have a probable significant adverse impact on the environment for Phase 2A.
· Presented a voucher to Enduris WA for the annual BID insurance renewal. The voucher total was $15,914.00. The insurance increased by $1179.00 from 2009 due to more employee hours reported. The insurance rates did not increase.
· Chairman Gay asked if the list Sapere has been double check with the boxes of records that were delivered per BID’s request. It has not.


12. Maintenance Report-
· 42 CFS in the open canal
· 12 CFS at the pump station
· 56 CFS is the August allotment
· Rotorooted line 28E- removed an 18’ root ball
· Spraying and mowing
· Killed the spiders in the pump station
· Final electrical inspection is all done at the pump station
· Ed & Rick went to PRV training at the Badger Mountain Irrigation District
· Ed tried to contact Gordon Goos of Hillside irrigation for permission and locations of pumps so Ed can have access to shutting a pump down in case there is a construction emergency in that area.
· Ed presented quotes for a locater to locate the new irrigation pipe line. Director Glodo moved to accept the $2,816.68 quote, Director Buoy 2nd.
· Discussion on the 2 new gates that still need to be purchased for Butch Rauch. Ed will get some bids
· The BOR went on a tour with Ed to inspect the canals and take pictures of the siphons. They were very pleased.
· The insurance quote on the old office- the insurance company does not care if we repair the old office, we can use the insurance money however the District wishes
· Director Glodo would like to see a 2nd bid on the old office repair for actual cost besides BID labor and material bid
· Ed will need to go to a 2 day class to get his CESC license
· Chairman Gay asked about the gravel cost for Bob Smith’s restoration. BID’s cost was .55 per linear foot for labor and rock, for a single lane of gravel. Anderson Perry said it would be $2.90 per linear foot for hydroseed for the same distance
· Anderson Perry will have to look at each job before deciding on gravel or hydroseeding in the restoration process. Director Buoy made a motion to use BID labor and equipment for gravel when needed, Director Glodo 2nd
13. Robin Harris- Anderson Perry
· Phase 1B and 2A easements a progressing well
· The contractors are doing a good job of cleaning up the Seitz property, but they are not done yet
· Eaton and Swanick property clean up will be next for Apollo
· Robin asked the Board if they would like Marissa to follow through with the restoration paper work. Anderson Perry believes it would be a good idea to help with the JARPA
· Phase 2A will be bid in September 2010. The SEPA is completed and the archaeological survey done 8/22/10. The JARPA is pending on Barnett and Fletchers signatures
· WA DOT franchise agreement for the crossings of Horne Rd
· Concentrating the most Phase 2A getting ready for the bid
· Phase 2B-2C easements go after the west end 
· Director Buoy asked Anderson Perry if the Valentino shed is just the addition part. This addition needs to be removed for construction of the new irrigation line. Director Glodo made a motion to pay Valentino $500.00 for the addition; the property owner can tear it down themselves. He would have to sign an agreement that he will not be paid until the lean to is torn down. Have a cap of $750.00 for payment to him if he rejects the $500.00 offer. Director Buoy 2nd

14. Sapere invoice- The Board of Directors would like to challenge Sapere on the email they sent per the Boards request on the breakdown of hours. He would like hours attached to the bullet points explaining the job and also ask them about billing on records previously requested.

Director Buoy moved to adjourn the meeting, Director Glodo 2nd.
