July 13, 2010

The Benton Irrigation District’s (BID), Board of Directors (Board) Monday meeting was held at the District Shop on Highland road in Benton City, WA beginning at 3:00PM

1.  June 28, 2010 Board Meeting minutes- Director Glodo moved to accept the June 28th meeting minutes with corrections, Director Buoy second.

 
NEW BUSINESS
1. Operations Vouchers 004-0053 $17,963.15 Director Buoy moved to accept the O&M vouchers, Director Glodo second. Director Gay requested a copy of the First Bank Card statement.

The Board requested copies of SF270-6. The Board had issues with Saperes invoice in the SF270-6, they requested that Sapere’s invoice be rejected until they have time to review the invoice and have Kim Pietrok redo the SF270-6 without Sapere’s invoice.

3. Administrative Report

· Anderson-Perry Environmental Check list was presented
· State Auditors letter regarding the upcoming audit was presented for Board review
· Notary update- the license was received and the stamp ordered, just waiting for the stamp 
· Presented the budget example that Kim Pietrok and Ivy Johnson had put together. The Board would like a better break down of some accounts i.e. utilities; construction materials so there will be more detail.

4. Maintenance Report
· BID old office mold removal update- $10,066.00 + a $250.00 asbestos test before the removal. If asbestos is found, and depending on how much is found it will make the mold removal more expensive.
· Ed Mitchell did some figures and it would cost approximately $4,500.00 just to fix the corner that was damaged. Nothing in the rest of the building, and this would be BID labor cost and materials.
· Easements- now that Anderson-Perry is acquiring project easements, BID has to take the easements to the County to be recorded. The cost is $62.00 per easement with a $2.00 extra charge for    pages. BID’s check policy is to have an invoice and check for Board approval and signatures. The County will not accept credit cards and they will not bill us at this time. The County stated it was illegal for them to bill us, but were in contact with the prosecuting attorney for more information. Chairman Gay stated that we would have to have the exact dollar amount and send a check with easements to be recorded.
· 40 CFS in the open canal
· 11.5 CFS at the pump station
· 62.9 is the monthly allotment
· Roto rooting
· Spraying and mowing
· Repaired the compressor in the BID Dakota that Ed Mitchell drives
· Abraham Castellanos update- Ed and Kathy went to his property, and found a valve that has a leak around it. Ed & Kathy do not believe Mr. Castellanos knows that the valve is there and needs repair. Ed & Kathy have tried to contact him on several occasions but have not talked to him yet.
· Electrical inspection at the Pump station- passed everything but 2 control boxes that were cover up by filter discharge piping will be moved on Thursday, July 22.
· Will be installing a digital temperature gauge in the pump station
· Boxed, marked and moved BID records into the new storage container
· Ed talked to the city about permitting. The city does want permits to install pipe.
· Chairman Gay asked that a letter be sent to the Benton City Mayor inviting him to the next Board meeting to help clarify the cities permitting requirements.
· Verizon update- Verizon will be at the Pre Con meeting on Thursday July 15th

5. Kim Pietrok discovered an error on the 1st Qrt financial report and wants to be advised on what to do. The Board will have her get in contact with Jerry Jacoby with BOR

6. The Board elected to have Director Glodo take the easements to Prosser to have them recorded.

7. Sapere update- Sapere received the letter from BID requesting all of the BID records. Matt Steiner called Chairman Gay ask told him they could not deliver all of them because they have to take all of Sapere’s notes ect out, and that BID will be charged for the time to do that. The Board of Directors will look at the verbiage in the contract about product. BID needs important correspondence and data.

8. Robin Harris- Anderson Perry
· Robin has emailed the BOR on the status of their review.
· Chairman Gay asked about the status of the base bid- Anderson-Perry is working on finalizing; it may not be reconciled until this fall.
· Cost estimate for Smith’s gravel- $60.00 per load of rock. There were four loads of rock hauled for part of his restoration. Chairman Gay stated that this needed to be invoiced to the Pressurized System.
· Anderson-Perry stated that it may be cheaper for the District to do some of the restoration themselves. BID needs to check into the options.
· Anderson-Perry is reviewing Apollo’s change orders before submitting them to BID
· Ferguson Water works has been in contact with BID because he has not been getting paid. This is Apollo’s responsibility. Apollo is not getting paid on time due to the timeliness of the receipt of Apollo’s invoices for the SF270.
· Apollo drove over the BPA property and broke a pipe
· Asphalt and hydro seeding quantities are reconciled
· Some of Apollo’s repairs will be held until this fall due to irrigation on now
· Discussion on the Martin’s rock. Anderson-Perry needs to know BID wants the contractor to go on Martin’s corner. Chairman Gay will go look at the rock on Martin’s road.

9. Water User Pete Haugland
On his property at Frank Hahn’s he believes he is not getting any more water than what he had in April. He says needs another ¼”. Ed Mitchell will get him some flow charts and check his water.

10. Water users Mr. & Mrs. Williams- They are questioning the new deliveries on their property. Also asked for conformation on the water amounts on 12 acres. Mr. Williams believes he is going to have to have to run a pipe back up to corner by Bob Smith’s to get enough water. The Board and Ed Mitchell asked him not to run the pipe until Ed Mitchell and Ed Hibbard could come and help him understand how his new system works. They will meet with him the next day July 14th at 7:30AM. Mr. Williams is also very upset with Apollo taking almost 2 months to hydro seed after they dug the ditch.

11. Robin Harris- Anderson Perry
· Re-visit the Base bid- the monthly adjustments on the PRV valves. They are going to use Chairman Gays as a test site for adjusting.
· Options-
1. Ed Mitchell could work with the landowners to adjust valves
2. Add pilot valves- but this will be an added cost. Could be $30,000.00- $40,000.00 more to the project. The valve cost will vary with the size of the pipe. Using the PRV valves the land owner would have to be called and Ed would have to be adjusting the valves continuously. The trade off would be around $100,000.00 for the valves- $17,000.00 BID cost, or the time and money of having Ed constantly adjusting the PRV valves as well as other BID business. The Board decided to try valves on just one parcel as a test to be able to make an educated decision.
· Alt A- There has been more select bedding and backfill cost than what the bid was because the soil is bad. It is cobble and soil and the rock mixture is not good. In the base bid it the cost was estimated off the test pits. Actually only able to use a small percent of the soil from the data of the test pits. The cost is about 40% more than the base bid.
· Anderson Perry’s plan for the next phase is to have utilities and irrigation lines drawn out to know exactly where the new line will go. This will help to reduce gravel restoration. They did have some offset costs with smaller pipe ect.
                
12. Ed Hibbard- Anderson Perry
· Ed stated that when he approached Mr. Kramer on 515 W Wagon Wheel for an easement Mr. Kramer was very upset. Mr. Kramer said he knew nothing about the project and no one had contacted him. Mr. Kramer didn’t know that Anderson Perry had talked to Mrs. Kramer and she had not told him. Mr. Kramer told Ed he did not want to be part of the new system.

                   13. Robin Harris- Anderson Perry

·  On August 19th Apollo will begin the section on Seitz. The Yakima Nation has been notified. Anderson Perry requested That Mr. Cowan needs to provide the revised stipulation on the easement with Seitz
· Highland- maybe part of 2A. Instead of it being separate, the District may get a better bid if it is part of a larger project. Since the construction is right where the high school students park their cars it is important to do it when school is out. 
· Alt B- Tim McCoy with the BOR needs to clarify the easements on the existing canal for Anderson-Perry.
· Phase 2A- Chairman Gay has concerns about the booster pump building blocking a road to his cherry orchard.
· SEPA has been submitted
· WA DOT Franchise Agreement on Horne Rd 
· Riley,Holcroft,and Keizer update- the Title Company has told Anderson-Perry that the railroad bed has Riley and the Railroads name on that piece. Anderson-Perry stated that the Title Company needs to specify which land is Riley’s and which the Railroads are. Keizer and Holcroft owns they’re property.
· Discussion on Gate 8 siphon repair- Ed Mitchell had asked Apollo for the break down on the original invoice of $19,385.70. There was a discrepancy due to Apollo claiming they had to dig and extra 25’. Anderson-Perry had several discussions with Apollo and could not legitimize the extra $9,178.00 that they invoiced BID for. Chairman Gay suggested BID send Apollo a letter with Anderson-Perry’s documentation and a check for $6,352.00.
· Anderson-Perry requested Chairman Gay sign the Benton City cut permit.
· Mr. Rauch gate update- Anderson-Perry told Apollo when Alt B construction begins Apollo has to get Mr. Rauch’s gates replaced and installed.
                
                    14. Chairman Gay presented the revised Tyrell easement that Sapere would like the Board to review. The Board approved the revised easement,

                    15. Anderson Perry presented an example of the water usage curve that will be used to make sure BID is using all of its water. The Board will review it and it will be up for approval at the next Board Meeting. Anderson-Perry explained that it will be a better tool and more effective  when there are some historical numbers.

                    16. Director Glodo made a motion to adjourn the meeting, Director Buoy second. Meeting adjourned at 7:30PM.
