Board of Directors Meeting
July 26, 2010

The Benton Irrigation District’s (BID), Board of Directors (BOD) Monday meeting was held at the District Shop on Highland road in Benton City, WA beginning at 8:10AM

In Attendance:  Chairman Shawn Gay, Director Robert Buoy, Director Melissa Glodo, Administrative Assistant Ivy Johnson, Benton City Mayor Lloyd Carnahan, Bob Spink (Spink Construction), water users Warren Zesiger, Karla Allen, David Doremus, and Kim Pietrok CPA.

 1.   July 13, 2010 Meeting Minutes

2. Easement recording update- it costs $62.00 for the first page and $1.00 per page after that on every easement. Director Glodo suggested that she take the easements to be recorded and when the final amount is know have Director Buoy take a check to pay for them. The Benton County does not accept credit cards and at this time will not bill BID for recording the easements. Ivy will call the county to see if this will work.

3. Chairman Gay asked Ed M if he had gotten shelves in the storage container or not, Ed told him not yet, he would like to do some painting in it first. Chairman Gay would like to go ahead and put the shelves in. 

4. Mr. Williams update- Ed M & Ed H (Anderson-Perry) went the day after Mr. Williams talked to them about his water. They helped him get it adjusted. Chairman Gay told Ed M he should touch base with Mr. Williams and make sure it is still ok.

5. Director Glodo requested the discussion about the removal of Valentino’s shed be put in the July 13 meeting minutes. Ed M asked if the shed was going to be removed for sure, Chairman Gay told him to talk to Anderson-Perry. 

6. Director Glodo moved to accept the July 13, 2010 meeting minutes with corrections, Director Buoy second.

7. Benton City Mayor Lloyd Carnahan- Revisit the city permitting for the Pressurized System within the city limits. He stated that he would like to do a blanket permit. He wants to work with the District but also doesn’t want to end up costing the city money. He asked the Board the status Legion Heights water, if they were going to be included in the project as he would like to see water there. Chairman Gay said the Board needs to make a decision on this; they need to get with the BOR to make sure the District will have enough water to include Legion Heights. The Mayor is concerned about the city water users cost. The mayor stated at this time it is running about $150.00-$200.00 a month for them to irrigate with city water instead of irrigation water. He would like to work with the District on Legion Heights because they are using city water Chairman Gay said to put the city on the list for the Board of Equalization meeting this fall. The Mayor believed the permits go for the term of the job. Director Buoy would like for Administrative Assistant Ivy Johnson to meet with the Benton City clerk to get a cost comparison of city water and irrigation water, to find out the cost for people not getting irrigation water.

8. Water user Warren Zesiger- presented a letter to the Board from the Frontier water user group
Signed by all of the members. Mr. Zesiger showed the Board on the project map the area they are talking about. They are upset because they are afraid that a 20 acre parcel owned by Thornton’s will be getting all the water. And he is concerned about his corral during construction. He also had concerns about BID easements, the Board explained that the District easements are exclusive to the District only no one else. Mr. Zesiger was not sure if Thornton had short platted the 20 acres yet. The Board will contact Warren after talking to Anderson-Perry. Warrens phone: 588-6115. David Doremus would also like to be contacted 588-4913. 

9. Frontier water user Karla Allen expressed her concern about how much water she will receive.

· The Board sent an email to Jeff at Sapere for a more detailed break out of Matt Steiner’s hours. The break down that was sent back was not sufficient information for the Board, so Sapere’s invoice is still outstanding. The Board will send another letter requiring more detailed information of Matt’s time such as time cards, emails to justify what they are being billed for. 
· Director Glodo moved to accept the SF270-6 without Sapere’s invoice, Director Buoy second.
· Kim Pietrok- explained the 2nd Qrt financial report for the BOR had to be amended 1 SF 270 that was submitted to the Board had an invoice rejected, and it was not reflected in the first report to the BOR, so the numbers didn’t match on the funding page. The Board reviewed and signed the amended report.
· Kim presented the 3rd Qrt Financial report for the BOR for the Board to review and sign.
· BID budget- discussion on what the Board would like to see in the budget format. The budget can be done through QuickBooks or take the information in QuickBooks and export it to an Excel spreadsheet. The Excel spreadsheet would allow for more columns and detail. Chairman Gay would like a Banner Bank Interest column on the spreadsheet.
· Discussion on the Connor pond acct- the Board would like to add an income account as well as the existing expense account.
· The repair on Gate 8 siphon- this should come out of the BID construction account. Will have a resolution for the next Board meeting to transfer $19,385.70 from the BID Construction account to the BID M&O account to cover the repair cost.
· Director Glodo would like to look into splitting the water assessment taxes into two payments, hoping to make it easier for water users to pay their assessments. Director Buoy believes it should wait until after the project is done because there are too many unknown dollar number with the project and BID needs to be able to know their cash flow for the budget.
· The State Auditor has not contacted Tim Anderson regarding the single audit for the grant. Kim will get in touch with him this week. The audit will be in the middle of August and take about 40 hours.
· Director Buoy can be available for part of the audit. Kim said that all the Board Members need to be at the audit entrance meeting, it could be during a Board Meeting.
· Banner Bank- Kim will process the 2nd Qrt Financial Copulation for them it is due the end of August
· Chairman Gay asked for a cash flow sheet for times when the District needs to talk to Banner Bank. Kim will make one up and have it at the next Board Meeting for their review.
