The Benton Irrigation District’s (BID), Board of Directors (Board) Monday meeting was held at the District Shop on Highland road in Benton City, WA beginning at 8:00AM

In Attendance:  Chairman Shawn Gay, Director Robert Buoy, Director Melissa Glodo, Foreman Ed Mitchell, Administrative Assistant Ivy Johnson, Robin Harris (Anderson Perry).

1.  June 8th 2010 Board Meeting minutes- Director Buoy moved to accept the May 8th minutes with corrections, Director Glodo second.
2. June 9th 2010 Bureau of Reclamation update meeting minutes- Director Glodo moved to accept the June 9th 2010 meeting minutes with corrections, Director Buoy second.
 
NEW BUSINESS
1. Operations Vouchers 0043-0048 $15,507.97 reviewed. Director Glodo moved to accept the vouchers, Director Buoy second.

Was presented to Chairman Gay and the Directors. They all liked the new SF270 format it is very easy to understand and it made sense. Director Glodo moved to accept SF270-4, Director Buoy second. It was signed. 

3. Administrative Report- Ivy Johnson
· Water user restoration letter to Mr. Goldmann was signed by Chairman Gay. Director’s Buoy and Glodo had previously reviewed and signed the letter.
· Presented the Termination of The Baseline Stormwater Permit for Board review.
· Copies of the air quality test that was done in the old office. Findings showed that it is not fit to work in anymore.

4. Conference call with Emery & Son’s regarding payments of invoices. He was confused on the time of the meeting. Emery & Son’s stated that they were a bit frustrated with the pay schedules.  Emery & Son’s did not receive a check in the SF270-3, Chairman Gay told them that hopefully the check will be available Friday if everything with the SF270-4 Voucher and wire transfer go smoothly. Emery did receive a check for 67,439.67 in the SF270-4. There will also be a check for $325,555.73 to Emery & Son’s on the SF270-5. Director Glodo said the Board needs to discuss early payment of that invoice. Emery also informed the Board the spare motors are being shipped and should arrive this Thursday. He will talk to Ed Mitchell about getting them unloaded.

5. Maintenance Report- Ed Mitchell
· Will have final electrical inspection on the Pump Station.
· 62 CFS is the allotment for June
· Running 38 CFS in the open canal
· Running 8-9 CFS At the Pump Station
· They have been mowing and spraying
· They purchased gravel and rented a roller to prep the spot for the 40’ sea container that will be used for record storage.
· Purchased a sand blaster to prep the container for painting. Will paint it white and blue to match the new shop
· The District has temporarily rented a modular office until it is decided how to handle replacing or remodeling the old office because of the mold issue.
· Power, water, phone transferred to modular office
· If they decide to tear down the old building the electrical meter will have to be moved.
· Ed has a bid on just the mold removal alone- $10,000.00. This does not include any remodeling.
· Ed told the Board that the old office also needs a new roof, insulation, new wiring, and new floor.
· Chairman Gay asked Ed to get bids for remodel of damaged parts. Director Glodo has concerns about the old office having no foundation. Director Buoy said the Board needs ground work numbers on all options before making a final decision, and documentation.
· Abraham Castellanos- update Ed has met with him but will meet with him again and let him know his options. In the fall of 2011 he will be part of the system.
· AT&T update- they are our long distance carrier, Ed reduced our long distance service form .27 a minute to .7 a minute. He will pursue with Verizon before the next Board meeting.

6. Robin Harris- Anderson Perry

· Base bid- went through the punch list with Apollo and it is mostly done. The Board needs to know if it will be done by fall.
· Apollo needs to come back to Bob Smiths to clean up.
· Apollo has a 3” service for Russ Smith and it should be 1 1/2 “.
· Apollo didn’t put isolation valves on 3” air vacs that will be completed in the fall.
· Anderson Perry may leave contract open with Apollo until they are finished with this punch list. May shift final to Alt B. Anderson Perry will talk to Walt (BOR) about what would be best to do.
· Finishing hydro seeding around Empire-it looks nice.
· Apollo needs to get with Mr. Rauch about his gates. He asked to have Apollo put in 2 gates that he purchased, Apollo called him and told him to move the gates around front so they could install them and the gates were stolen. He has stated that he will not let Apollo back on his property to run water line until they replace the gates and install them.
· On schedule with Verizon to get their cable buried. Robin will meet with Marcia Matson around July 12th 2010. 
· Anderson-Perry will be working through Apollo’s change orders through July. Chairman Gay requested a summary of all the change orders.
· Anderson-Perry rejected Apollo’s pay order so Apollo will be late with the pay order.
· Robin is reconciling the final quantities list.
· Anderson-Perry reiterated the Sapere needs to finalize the loop with the BPA stormwater permit and the Pollution Prevention Control permit.
· Robin has tried to reach Joyce Smith at the Dept of Ecology regarding the transfer of permits to the contractor.
· There is a minor punch list left at the Pump Station.
· Alt A- Ed Hibbard of Anderson-Perry has a new alignment south of Stephens’s property. He is going to talk to Mr. Stephens to make sure they will not give the Irrigation District an easement. Apollo entered Mr. Stephens’ property without Board approval.
· Anderson-Perry will email permitting concerns to Chairman Gay so he can follow up with Marissa with Sapere.
· Conclusion on the air vac valves- they are the water user’s personal responsibility.
· Alt B- Ed Hibbard is doing approximately 20 easements per week.
· Anderson-Perry is keeping in contact with Jeff at the Yakima Nation.
· Phase 2A- 12 services with 4” lines, 4 services with 6” lines, and 1 service with 8” lines. Robin stated that is 17 services with flow manipulation. Anderson-Perry suggests that where it is practical to use PRV flow control. Chairman Gay would like a cost comparison.
· Morgan Booster Pump Station. Anderson-Perry would like to change the plan; install a small pump station around Knox this will drop the hp needed at Morgan form 300 HP to 150 HP, the Knox pump station would be 15 HP. So it will reduce the hp requirement at Morgan and eliminate the need for a booster station at Rayhill.
· Anderson-Perry requested the terms of agreement file with Mr. Sites.

7. Chairman Gay asked that a letter be drafted for the Empire Water User Group to find out what their status is. If they still wish to be a group.

8. Chairman Gay requested a letter be drafted to Mr. Macrae regarding his subdivision and 2nd delivery request. There needs to be a time line put on Mr. Macreas delivery request to set a standard for other water users in the District.

9. Chairman Gay requested a letter be drafted to Sapere asking for all of Benton Irrigation Districts files are turned over to the District by June 30 2010.

10. The Board set a Wagon Wheel water user group workshop for July 15th     6:00 PM  at the Benton Irrigation District shop.

11. The Board reviewed Emery & Son’s newest invoice so that it could be paid early even though it was received late. Director Buoy moved that they accept Emery’s invoice and pay it early, Director Glodo second. It will be SF270-5 and the check amount: $325,555.73.

Chairman Gay moved to adjourn the meeting, Director Glodo second. Meeting adjourned at 10:35AM.
