They went out and inspected the delivery and found the orifice had been removed, it was replaced and a couple of days later the Maintenance Tech noticed he was running a lot of water again he inspected the delivery, the orifice was missing again and the dole valve had been drilled. The Maintenance Tech locked him off; he received a call from the emergency line and explained to the man that the District has a zero tolerance for delivery tampering. The man stated that he was calling his Attorney and the Attorney would be at this meeting, the Attorney did not come to the meeting
