· Fall newsletter was Approved.
3. Maintenance Report:
· Cleaning vaults, cleaning PRV’s.

· Currently running about 28 cfs.

· Eaton will come out in early November 10th to test the electrical system.  Have not heard from Benton REA yet, but hope they will have any work done before that point. 
· County Franchise Agreement for Underground Piping in County Right of Way renews every 10 years.  No changes other than upping the insurance requirement to $1m. Approved.
· Rental house: Rent is currently $550/month for a 2 bed, 1 bath. We will need to replace carpet/flooring soon as well at the furnace.  Rent is currently well below market.  Board Approved raising the rent as of December 1st to $650/month and to $750/month on June 1, 2021. 

· Water storage bill will be approximately $33,000 in 2021. Was $16,000 in 2019, have $20,000 budgeted for 2020.

· Received letter from the Department of the Interior regarding dam safety info. 

· OIE drywall bids: only received 2, one for $5k, one for $15k. Lower bid will be starting next week, Drywall Interiors.
· Schatz: blueprints are good, just need a permit

· Sites: nothing has happened. Will get ahold of TTap to see if they can finish the work as we have no confidence in the current contractor.  Will plan on placing a lien in that event.  

· La Buena Vida: has not paid, water is still off.
