3.  Administrative Report:
· Discussed why we are not receiving interest on our bank accounts.  Will contact the County and ask them.

· 2021 final Budget was reviewed.  A motion to accept the budget was made and Approved.
· Bond refinancing resolution: We will add that rates and tolls remain separate from taxes. Also will change “will not designate any Treasurer other than County Treasurer” to include BID acting as their own Treasurer.  Bond resolution will be approved at next meeting. 
3. Maintenance Report:
· Eaton came to check on the pump station and found 3 major problems:
* 1 ground wire had never been hooked up
* Wires were going over the top of the rail and there was now a hole in the wire
* Surge arrestors were installed at the end of the run on one side instead of the beginning. 
Also, we should install 2 Power Monitors, which will help determine the cause of future problems.  They will work up a price for these repairs and let us know. 

· Cleaning the intake structure, should finish today. 

· Wash bypass: dug up and parts purchased.

· BOR Contract: they are “working to put out the 60 day notice” they will let us know when that happens.

· Seitz: Big D promises to start the week after Thanksgiving.
· Insurance has agreed to cover $9,000 of the repairs to the OIE station less $1k deductible 
· Mt. View Meadows: breaking ground in December. Near Kendall and Grader.
