· April 13, 2021 Financial statements
3. Maintenance Report:
· Currently running at 18 cfs
· Repairing deliveries like crazy, much worse than last year

· Need to dig up a huge blow-off in a canyon due to M&M

· BREA: caused & repaired 4 breaks near Williams & OIE, currently repairing a 5th
· Changed Oil in pump motors

· Sietz: River plat is 100% done

· Schatz: signed plat, almost done

· 912 Horne St.: Previous owner had 3 lots connected and irrigation piped together for better pressure. New owner only owns 1 lot and sprinklers won’t run on 6gpm, would like to be added to a User Group. Board has denied this request.

· BOR: received fully signed contract in the mail

· River Pump Station Board training: April 20, 10 am

· Todd Whatley Tampering, 43104 N Whan: 

· Per BID: Has had lots of problems with dole valve plugging, BID agreed to put in an above ground filter, Mr. Whatley didn’t like how it looked and after several calls to BID hired a contractor to make the changes who rolled over it, broke the pipe and caused a sinkhole

· Per Mr. Whatley: Agreed to lots of problems with debris and mud in the line, BID put in a Sontag filter but it was at an angle. Mr. Whatley asked to have it straightened and didn’t feel like he’d get resolution so hired a company to straighten it. Didn’t realize he was tampering and had no way of knowing it was cracked.

· Board Decision: Sticking to charging the Tampering Fee with other charges reduced to the minimum

· 1403 Willow Way Tampering: tenant has come to the meeting; BID needs to speak to the Owner.

· Secundino Flores, 1103 Christopher Tampering: Keckley was missing, BID locked delivery. When we arrived to repair, Mr. Flores had cut off the lock and put in a new filter. BID re-locked it and talked to Mr. Flores about not removing the lock and tampering. BID Board agrees to send a letter regarding the Tampering and an invoice in lieu of Mr. Flores attending a meeting

· Jose Castillo, 3902 Snow Tampering: Delivery froze and Mr. Castillo tore the whole thing apart and repaired. He did leave the dole valve intact. Board agrees this is Tampering and Ed will contact Mr. Castillo about attending a Board Meeting.
