· Currently running at 30 cfs, highest of 32 cfs.
· Pump #2 went down yesterday. The fuse didn’t blow, but something seems fried. Last time this happened it was a diode. Will look at it again tomorrow and if we can’t find the problem will call Eaton.
· New delivery for Kaiser. 

· Tested our water for contaminates.  We are currently at 12 ppm, max allowed is 126 ppm. 

· Still locking out for overdue assessments, about 20 left.  Will start locking for unpaid repairs next.

· Fire Dept. – For fires during the day, we will go and tear apart a delivery or open a blow out valve to supply water. Fire Dept would like our services after hours as well but this will incur OT charges when we are called out.  Board agreed to send them a contract with a fee schedule to cover our costs for after hours call outs so as to now pass these costs along to our water users. 

· Ed Cooper – his filter fell apart and we billed him for the repair. He would like the bill waived as it wasn’t a winterization issue, but a usual wear and tear issue.  He used his water for 5 weeks before it fell apart.  Board has agreed to waive the bill. 

· Added new parcel numbers for Blacktop Estates to the rolls.
