5. Maintenance Report:
· Pump  #2&3: electrical is disconnected.  Starting to remove bolts today. Pulling on Monday.

· Reconditioning the motors: $13k for each 700 hp pump and $9.5k for 400 hp pump. Board agreed to recondition the 2 700 hp pumps. Will also install our current backup pump into Pump #3’s position. 

· District Line station needs to be cleaned/weeded

· Fish screens – have received bids of $44k from Emery and $61k from Dept. of Fish and Game. Fish & Games bid does not seem to include removal and installation. A motion was made to accept Emery’s bid, was seconded and Approved. 
· Pump motors are wired for heat, but do not seem to have heaters installed. Board decided not no install heaters.
