5. Maintenance Report:
· Emery & Sons – new fish screen is shipping. Install currently scheduled for 1st week of February and will take about a week.
· Vac truck is currently cleaning out pump station. Afterwards will install jets. Will look into having the vac truck return once the fish screen is pulled if more cleaning needs to be done.

· Cherry Hill – meeting at 2pm. Street lights conduit was installed incorrectly and is directly touching our line. Will need them to move it.

They used C200 pipe instead of Schedule 40. We asked them to use Sch. 40 during the pre-con meeting, but our printed specs say C200. We will need to update our specs moving forward.
