· Belisle – did a short plat that bypassed us. County said there is an “exemption process” for short plats over 20 acres. Delivery will remain on the parcel with the house, no delivery on the new parcel. There is also a parcel next to theirs that doesn’t seemed to be owned by anyone they would like to annex. Best we can tell it was owned by SVID and should be part of Roza now and will have Belisle contact them. 

· Mini is done, Silverado done. Working on dump truck, trailer wiring, etc. Spray rig smokes oil out of valve covers. Going to replace. Steve suggested running a dye test to verify that that is the problem while we are in there. 

· Pump station – next month will be getting is ready to go. Pump out, final clean, re-lube, adjust valves, etc. Will pump down the 19th in case Anderson Perry rep wants to see RPS while here. 

· Anderson Perry meeting Friday the 20th to discuss solutions to the weed problem. 

· De-winterized the elderly and disabled list.
