· Vitner Vista is 95% done. Doing hydrotesting. Still waiting on PRV for their vault.

· Emergency call out list is done, pager system is updated. 

· RPS – going through all login/passwords, alarms, etc. for David to be up to speed. Dewinterizing, changing filters, VFN’s. 

· Need to buy 2 storage racks for the shed for better organization, and a weed whacker. 

· Layne Pump – still has 400hp pump. Have called but not heard back. They will bring the spare bearing when they deliver

· Dakota – new valve cover works great. Emergency brake still needs work. Replacing brakes as well, bought the wrong size initially.
